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2004 CECAS arrives!

The NCDPI EC Division provided CECAS, a
new system for recording, reporting and relating
data, to the LEAs, Charters, and SOPS.

Several LEAs joined in piloting the new system
before the first child count was collected using
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2004 CECAS

In December 2004, the first child count was
submitted from the local units to NCDPI through

CECAS.

Student records were migrated from SIMS and a
practice child count was conducted. LEAS received

funding and training to get started.

The first April count and Exit count were conducted
In the following year.

CECAS is designated as the authoritative
source system for EC data.

CECAS data 1 s npicked
areas throughout DPI and Is used:

A to make decisions in that program area

A in required Federal and state reporting

A within grant applications for funds
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How Integration Occurs

The records are matched across systems using
the UID/NC WISE ID.

EC data cannot be passed to other systems
without an accurate UID/NC WISE ID.

CECAS can not receil ve
data without an accurate UID/NC WISE ID.
